inute quadrangle map to evaluate the Project’s Area of
ultural resources sites recorded or cultural resources studies
conducted on and near the APE. In addition, California Points of Historical Interest (PHI), California
Historical Landmarks (C the California Register of Historical Resources (CRHR), the National
Register of Historic Places (NRHP), the California State Historic Resources Inventory (HRI), and
historic topographic maps were reviewed. An examination was made of the historic aerial
photographs at HistoricAerials.com (NETRONLINE n.d.). A pedestrian survey of the APE was
completed on December 10, 2019.

The CHRIS records search undertaken by the SCCIC for the project revealed that ten cultural
resources properties have been recorded within one mile of the APE. None of the properties are
located in the APE. The ten resources are all small lithic scatters found and recorded chiefly in local
drainages surrounding the site; the nearest two approximately 700 feet (213 meters) north and
northwest of the APE.
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The ten recorded cultural resources located within one mile of the APE are shown in Table 1 below.

Review of the pertinent historic topographic maps for the Project site (Santiago Peak 1942 and
1943) provided no additional information relevant to the project.

Internet Research

Internet research on the property, and an examination of g erial photographs at
HistoricAerials.com (NETRONLINE n.d.), revealed that the for ¢ ennis College facility
(openedin 1974) is present on the project site before 19 iogpvailable aerial from 1967,
no built environment yet exists onsite.

Paleontological Resources Records Search

The Natural History Museum of Los eles Cou (NHMLAC) completed a Vertebrate
Paleontology Records Check on Decem 19 (Attachment B) that determined no vertebrate
paleontological localities are record ct Site; however, fossils have been found and
recorded in the vicinity from the same tary deposits that may occur on the surface or

e less elevated terrain, has surface deposits composed
of younger Quater derived as alluvial fan deposit from the surrounding more
elevated terrain via inage adjacent that currently flows through the proposed
project area. These d, its usually do not contain significant vertebrate fossils, at least in
the uppermost layers, but may contain significant vertebrate fossils in older sedimentary
deposits at relatively shallow depth. Our closest vertebrate fossil locality from older
Quaternary deposits is LACM 4119, west-southwest of the proposed project area in a
drainage leading into Oso Creek, that produced a fossil specimen of bison, Bison. Our next
closest vertebrate fossil locality from Quaternary deposits is LACM 1215, southwest of the
proposed project area in Oso Creek near what is now the intersection of Crown Valley
Parkway with Interstate 5, that produced undetermined fossil teeth of both shark,
Chondrichthyes, and mammal, Mammalia.

The elevated terrain in the proposed project area has exposures of the middle to late Eocene
Santiago Formation, and that rock unit probably occurs at unknown depth in the rest of the
proposed project area. We have no fossil vertebrate localities from the Santiago Formation
in Orange County, but we have several localities from this rock unit in San Diego County.
Our closest vertebrate fossil locality from the Santiago Formation is LACM 5347, situated
in San Onofre Canyon east of Interstate 5, that produced fossil specimens of the insectivore
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Sespedectes. Our other Santiago Formation vertebrate fossil localities include LACM 3881,
3883-3884, 3979, 4022, 5346-5347, 6926 and 68102, clustered around Carlsbad, that
produced a composite fauna of primarily mammals (see appendix [in Attachment B]). David
J. Golz (1976. Eocene Artiodactyla of Southern California. Los Angeles County Museum
Science Bulletin, 26:1-85) published on the LACM specimens of the protoceratid artiodacty!
Leptoreodon leptolophus and the camels Protylopus petersoni and Protylopus stocki from
our Santiago Formation locality LACM 68102 (Mcleod 2019).

According to MclLeod (2019), shallow excavations in the younger Quaternary Alluvium probably
will not uncover significant vertebrate fossil remains. However, deeper excavations that extend
down into the older Quaternary deposits and any excavations into the Santiago Formation in the
elevated portion of the Project site could encounter significant fossils. Excavations below the

Management Considerations

e Ten prehistoric sites are recorded within one mile of the Project site.

e Exposures of paleontologically sensitivity older Alluvium and the Santiago rock formation
are present on the Project site. The NHMLAC recommends monitoring of excavation into
these sediments.

e The Vic Braden Tennis College is extant on the site. It has been evaluated by a qualified

historian and deemed not eligible for listing in the California Register of Historical
Resources (Urbana 2019).

e AB 52 consultation with Tribes should be taken into consideration when developing
mitigation measures related to archaeological and Tribal cultural resources. VCS does not
have access to the results of AB 52 consultation at this time, but, given the relative
sensitivity of the area, it is assumed that construction monitoring will be requested.

Recommended Mitigation Measures

In the event that Archaeological or Tribal Cultural
Resources are inadvertefitly discovered during the course of grading for this Project, and
avoidance of them is not feasible, the following procedures shall be carried out for treatment and
disposition of the discoveries:

1. Temporary Curation and Storage: During the course of construction, all discovered
resources shall be placed in bags or boxes, labeled with all appropriate informational and
locational information, and temporarily curated in a secure location onsite or at the offices
of the project archaeologist, as determined in consultation with the project team. The
removal of any artifacts from the project site will need to be approved by the team.

2. Treatment and Final Disposition: The applicant shall relinquish ownership of all cultural
resources, including all archaeological artifacts and non-human remains as part of the
required mitigation for impacts to archaeological and Tribal Cultural Resources.

Most of the proposed project area, the less elevated terrain, has surface deposits
composed of younger Quaternary Alluvium, derived as alluvial fan deposit from the surrounding
more elevated terrain via the drainage adjacent that currently flows through the proposed project
area. These deposits usually do not contain significant vertebrate fossils, at least in the
uppermost layers, but may contain significant vertebrate fossils in older sedimentary deposits at
relatively shallow depth. Our closest vertebrate fossil locality from older Quaternary deposits is
LACM 4119, west-southwest of the proposed project area in a drainage leading into Oso Creek,
that produced a fossil specimen of bison, Bison. Our next closest vertebrate fossil locality from
Quaternary deposits is LACM 1215, southwest of the proposed project area in Oso Creek near

what is now the intersection of Crown Valley Parkway with Interstate 5, that produced
undetermined fossil teeth of both shark, Chondrichthyes, and mammal, Mammalia.

The elevated terrain in the proposed project area has exposures of the middle to late
Eocene Santiago Formation, and that rock unit probably occurs at unknown depth in the rest of
the proposed project area. We have no fossil vertebrate localities from the Santiago Formation in
Orange County, but we have several localities from this rock unit in San Diego County. Our
closest vertebrate fossil locality from the Santiago Formation is LACM 5347, situated in San
Onofre Canyon east of Interstate 5, that produced fossil specimens of the insectivore Sespedectes.
Our other Santiago Formation vertebrate fossil localities include LACM 3881, 3883-3884, 3979,
4022, 5346-5347, 6926 and 68102, clustered around Carlsbad, that produced a composite fauna
of primarily mammals (see appendix).
