ITEM #1 PUBLIC HEARING - PA21-0055 - A REQUEST FOR A USE PERMIT TO ESTABLISH
A PLACE OF WORSHIP (TEMPLE) AND EDUCATIONAL FACILITY AND A
VARIANCE TO PERMIT A PLACE OF WORSHIP ON A BUILDING SITE OF LESS
THAN 40,000 SQUARE FEET. THE NORTH TUSTIN SPECIFIC PLAN (NTSP)
REQUIRES THE APPROVAL OF A USE PERMIT BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION
FOR CHURCHES, TEMPLES AND OTHER PLACES OF WORSHIP, PER CHAPTER
3.A.4.B.(1) OF THE NTSP AND A USE PERMIT PER CHAPTER 3.A.4.B.(2) OF THE
NTSP FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF AN EDUCATIONAL FACILITY (A 30-
STUDENT PRESCHOOL FOR CHILDREN AGES 3 TO 5 IS PROPOSED AS AN
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ACCESSORY USE). THE TEMPLE AND THE PRESCHOOL WILL UTILIZE SHARED
PARKING. THE APPLICANT ALSO REQUEST APPROVAL OF A VARIANCE FROM
THE NTSP STANDARD THAT REQUIRES SUCH RELIGIOUS FACILITIES BE ON A
PARCEL WITH A MINIMUM BUILDING SITE AREA 40,000 SQUARE FEET. THE
SUBJECT BUILDING SITE AREA IS 31680 SQUARE FEET IN AREA -
OWNER/APPLICANT - CHABAD OF TUSTIN INC., RABBI SHUEY ELIEZRIE -
LOCATION - 18802 EAST 17TH STREET WITH IN THE UNINCORPORATED
NORTH TUSTIN SPECIFIC PLAN AREA, WITHIN THE THIRD (3RD)
SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT. (APN 401-081-12).
