Subject: Board of Supervisor directed update of CPAC Bylaws  

The Board of Supervisors (BOS) initiated an update to all committee bylaws, which 

includes Coto De Caza Advisory Committee, and the attached updated bylaws have been 

prepared under this direction.  The purpose of the update is to ensure the bylaws are 

compliant with current laws as they relate to the establishment, maintenance, and 

proper conduct of the committee in a standardized format.  The existing bylaws have 

been integrated into a new, BOS-approved template which is provided as Attachment 1 

to this memorandum.  The update was completed with the intent to only make 

modifications necessary to ensure compliance within the new template, so although the 

bylaws remain largely the same it is important for all committee members to review and 

understand the updated bylaws.  Upon approval by the BOS the bylaws shall become 

effective. Additionally, the bylaws have been updated under the direction of, and 

reviewed by, County Counsel to ensure legal adequacy.   

 

Also provided as attachments are the BOS Agenda Staff Reports (ASRs) relating to the 

update of committee bylaws for the committee’s reference.  Additionally, the existing 

committee bylaws are included as Attachment 2 for reference purposes.  OC 

Development Services/Planning have provided the updated bylaws (Attachment 1) for 

the committees review and approval.
