DRIVE AISLE MODIFICATION (CUSTOM) 

Prior to issuance of any certificate of occupancy, the applicant shall stripe the drive aisle area behind the proposed 

six (6) new parking stalls adjacent to the main drive aisle accessed from Antonio Parkway and identify as a “no 

stopping” area and shall be approved by the County’s Traffic Engineer.  This condition has been added to ensure 

that cars parking in this area will be able to maneuver in and out of the parking stalls without affecting the flow of 

traffic in the drive aisle.
