INTRODUCTION 

The memorandum describes the results of two information searches and an archaeological field 
survey conducted for the Orange County Juvenile Hall Youth Transition Center (YTC) Project 
(project), which is a 17-acre project area located at 331 The City Drive South in the City of Orange.  
The project area is a developed area bound by Interstate 5 (I-5) and the Santa Ana River on the east, 
Service Way on the north, Justice Center Way on the south, and Hospital Frontage Road on the 
west.  The project area is depicted on the Anaheim, California 7.5-minute United States Geological 
Survey (USGS 1981) quadrangle map in Township 4 South, Range 10 West in Section 36 (Attachment 
A: Figure 1).  The parcel lies in the northwestern portion of the Rancho Santiago de Santa Ana 
Mexican Period Land Grant. 

The proposed project includes the demolition and replacement of 10 existing buildings and 
associated infrastructure within the existing Orange County Juvenile Hall Campus occupying the 
project area in order to construct a new Youth Transition Center (YTC) with new Independent Living 
Units, new Long-Term Housing, a new Education and Library building, and associated landscaping, 
hardscaping, accessibility, and utility improvements. 

The two information searches that were conducted for this project are: 

(1) An archaeological record search for prior studies and recorded resources at the California 
Historical Resource Information System’s (CHRIS) South Central Coastal Information Center 
(SCCIC) located at California State University, Fullerton (CSUF). 

(2) A search of the Sacred Lands File (SLF) by the Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC) 
for Tribal Cultural Resources (TCRs) and/or sacred/ceremonial sites in or near the project 
area. 

The results of these information searches and the archaeological field survey are described below. 
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RESULTS OF INFORMATION SEARCHES AND FIELD SURVEY 

Results of the South Central Coastal Information Center (SCCIC) Information Search 

On November 19, 2024, a cultural resource record search for the project area and a 0.5-mile radius 
was conducted at the SCCIC by archaeologist Nick Shepetuk.  The results of the record search show 
that two prior cultural resource studies occurred within the project area but that no recorded 
resources exist within the project area.  A total of 21 other cultural resource studies were conducted 
outside but within 0.5-mile of the project area.  The results of the SCCIC record search are provided 
(Attachment B). 

The two studies that occurred within the project area include a survey and a monitoring project 
both conducted for the Juvenile Hall Expansion Project.  The survey (Padon 2002) identified no 
archaeological resources, while the monitoring report (Padon 2004) found only two post-1953 
bottles during monitoring. 

The remaining 21 studies were conducted outside but within 0.5-mile of the project area.  These 
studies were survey (10), literature search (4), monitoring (3), historic evaluation (2), Environmental 
Impact Report (1), and Finding of Effects (1) projects. 

Results of the Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC) Sacred Lands File (SLF) Search 

On October 25, 2024, the NAHC conducted a search of the SLF with negative results.  The results 
indicate that the SLF has no record of Tribal Cultural Resources (TCRs) in or adjacent to the project 
area.  The results of the NAHC SLF search are provided (Attachment C) 

Field Survey 

On October 21, 2024, a pedestrian field survey of the project area was conducted by LSA 
archaeologist Cassidy Sharp, M.A., RPA.  The survey showed that nearly all of the project area was 
built environment, consisting of concrete and buildings.  Less than approximately 5 percent of the 
project area was composed of landscaped areas that were entirely grass with a few trees.  Sediment 
in the landscaped areas was completely obscured by the grass.  Organic soil identified adjacent to 
the trees cannot definitively be identified as native sediment.  No cultural material was found during 
the survey. 

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

The current archaeological SCCIC and SLF information searches and archaeological survey of the 
project area did not identify any resources.  The SCCIC search shows that the project area was 
surveyed in 2002 with negative results and that archaeological monitoring of prior expansion of the 
Juvenile Hall Facility on the project area in 2004 also failed to identify anything more than two 
bottles. 

For this reason, no additional archaeological work is recommended.  If buried resources are found 
during ground-disturbing construction activities, it is recommended that a qualified professional 
archaeologist assess the resource to determine its extent and potential significance.

Discovery Works, lnc. provided the archaeological monitoring for excavations at the County 

of Orange Juvenile Hall Expansion Project, located in the City of Orange, California. The 

County of Orange Probation Department is the project proponent and serves as the Lead 

Agency. This letter report complies with the cultural resources requirements of the County of 

Orange, Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, and the California Environ­

mental Quality Act. 

The project is located within the City of Orange, near the Santa Ana Freeway (l-5) and Chap­

man Avenue. This project also is part of the existing secured County of Orange Juvenile 

Detention Complex. Specifically, the project area covers an unsectioned portion of Township 

4 South, Range IO West on the 7 .5' USGS Anaheim Quadrangle (Fig. I). 

Pete Koehnke, Superintendent of Tovey/Shultz Construction initially directed the construc­

tion, followed by Tim Carrick in August, 2003, who completed the project. Kevin Fairchild 

of Fairchild Plumbing and Mechanical, Inc. directed the grading for the utility lines on the 

project. Terry Greene of Al Maclntosh directed the soil excavations. Beth Padon, Orange 

County Certified Archaeologist, served as project manager for Discovery Works, and directed 

the archaeological monitoring. Yes Snelson, Chris Padon, and Beth Padon served as project 

monitors. We summarize our monitoring results below. 

Project Description 

The proposed Juvenile Hall Expansion Project involves renovating existing structures and 

constructing additional facilities within the current complex (Fig. 2). Specifically, the pro­

posed project includes expanding the existing Juvenile Hall facility with the addition of a 

new building to house 60 more juveniles. The project also includes constructing, within the 

grounds of the complex, additional classrooms, new administration school housing, expan­

sion of the laundry facilit ies and warehouse space, and replacement of the existing emergency 

generator. Plans also show the excavation of a truck well for the laundry facility. 

Project Background and Setting 

Topographically, the project occupies 1.82 acres within the total facility, and varies slightly 

in elevation from 125 to 130 feet above sea level, from southwest to northeast. The project

also lies within the Santa Ana River floodplain. The Santa Ana River passes approximately 

350 feet to the southeast of the Juvenile Hall complex. The 23-acre facility is located in a 

civic area known as the "Manchester Complex" which is the site of the Theo Lacy Branch 

Jail, Orange County Sheriff Research and Development Offices, Lamoreaux Justice Center 

(Probate and Family Superior Court and Juvenile Hall detention facility and program adminis­

tration), Orangewood Children's Home, Orange County Animal Shelter, Social Services Court 

Services and the University of California, Irvine (UCI) Medical Center. 

Geologically, the site contains approximately two to three feet of fill soils above the alluvium 

deposits (Alvappillai et. al 2001). The fill soils generally consist ofinterbedded layers of 

grayish-brown to medium brown, dry to slightly moist, sandy silt to silty sandy materials. The 

alluvium deposits consist of interbedded layers of grayish-brown silty sand, sandy silt and 

silty clay to clayey silt soils (Alvappillai et. al 2001).

To Whom It May Concern: 

  

Pursuant to Public Resources Code section 21080.3.1 (c), attached is a consultation list of tribes 

that are traditionally and culturally affiliated with the geographic area of the above-listed 

project.   Please note that the intent of the AB 52 amendments to CEQA is to avoid and/or 

mitigate impacts to tribal cultural resources, (Pub. Resources Code §21084.3 (a)) (“Public 

agencies shall, when feasible, avoid damaging effects to any tribal cultural resource.”)   

  

Public Resources Code sections 21080.3.1 and 21084.3(c) require CEQA lead agencies to 

consult with California Native American tribes that have requested notice from such agencies 

of proposed projects in the geographic area that are traditionally and culturally affiliated with 

the tribes on projects for which a Notice of Preparation or Notice of Negative Declaration or 

Mitigated Negative Declaration has been filed on or after July 1, 2015.  Specifically, Public 

Resources Code section 21080.3.1 (d) provides:  

 

Within 14 days of determining that an application for a project is complete or a decision by a 

public agency to undertake a project, the lead agency shall provide formal notification to the 

designated contact of, or a tribal representative of, traditionally and culturally affiliated 

California Native American tribes that have requested notice, which shall be accomplished by 

means of at least one written notification that includes a brief description of the proposed 

project and its location, the lead agency contact information, and a notification that the 

California Native American tribe has 30 days to request consultation pursuant to this section.  

 

The AB 52 amendments to CEQA law does not preclude initiating consultation with the tribes 

that are culturally and traditionally affiliated within your jurisdiction prior to receiving requests for 

notification of projects in the tribe’s areas of traditional and cultural affiliation.  The Native 

American Heritage Commission (NAHC) recommends, but does not require, early consultation 

as a best practice to ensure that lead agencies receive sufficient information about cultural 

resources in a project area to avoid damaging effects to tribal cultural resources.   

 

The NAHC also recommends, but does not require that agencies should also include with their 

notification letters, information regarding any cultural resources assessment that has been 

completed on the area of potential effect (APE), such as:

• Copies of any and all cultural resource records and study reports that may have been provided by the 

Information Center as part of the records search response; 

• Whether the records search indicates a low, moderate, or high probability that unrecorded cultural 

resources are located in the APE; and 

• If a survey is recommended by the Information Center to determine whether previously unrecorded 

cultural resources are present. 

 

2. The results of any archaeological inventory survey that was conducted, including: 

 

• Any report that may contain site forms, site significance, and suggested mitigation measures. 

 

All information regarding site locations, Native American human remains, and associated funerary 

objects should be in a separate confidential addendum, and not be made available for public disclosure 

in accordance with Government Code section 6254.10. 

 

3. The result of the Sacred Lands File (SLF) check conducted through the Native American Heritage Commission 

was negative.   

 

4. Any ethnographic studies conducted for any area including all or part of the APE; and 

 

5. Any geotechnical reports regarding all or part of the APE. 

 

Lead agencies should be aware that records maintained by the NAHC and CHRIS are not exhaustive and a negative 

response to these searches does not preclude the existence of a tribal cultural resource. A tribe may be the only 

source of information regarding the existence of a tribal cultural resource.  

 

This information will aid tribes in determining whether to request formal consultation.  In the event that they do, having 

the information beforehand will help to facilitate the consultation process.  

 

If you receive notification of change of addresses and phone numbers from tribes, please notify the NAHC.  With your 

assistance, we can assure that our consultation list remains current.
